     The individuals referenced above are known to have solicited case-specific Reports of Investigation from FSN Fraud Prevention Investigators abroad which they either knew, should have known, and/or were in a position to know to have been inherently inaccurate, non-authoritative, and unreliable. Moreover, such solicitations were more calculated to compromise petitioner confidentiality and due process rights than objectively and authoritatively discern the authenticity of their bearer-specific, foreign government agency and non-governmental organization issued documents. 

     PARDS has developed an effective analytical protocol designed to assess and illuminate, both the accuracy and reliability of the findings presented in Reports of Investigation emanating from Fraud Prevention Investigators based at and operating out of U.S. Embassies and Consulates abroad, together with the competency of the investigators. Diligent analysis of more than one hundred Fraud Prevention Investigation Reports has revealed, among other things, that the findings presented are inherently inaccurate, unreliable, in many cases fraudulent, the contributing investigator lacked the requisite qualifications to authoritatively discern the authenticity of foreign government agency and non-governmental organization issued documents, and in most cases compromised petitioner’s confidentiality and due process rights by providing foreign intelligence services, both direct and indirect means by which to trace their presence in the U.S. and intent to permanently resettle abroad via asylum, and/or withholding of removal. Moreover, that the Trial Attorneys soliciting such reports and the immigration judges, both authorizing the `investigation’ and accepting the resultant findings into the record, either knew, should have known, and/or were in a position to know them to be inherently flawed and an unreliable means by which to objectively and authoritatively discern document authenticity. 

     PARDS has caught Fraud Prevention Investigators engaged in fraud, ethically challenged Trial Attorneys soliciting unfounded findings of document fraud from them, and unethical immigration judges encouraging and in some cases insisting upon their solicitation, and subsequent acceptance into the record as a means by which to undermine petitioner credibility, predicate `giggle proof’ denial of an otherwise meritorious claim, and justify an order of deportation (refoulement). 

     The evidence reveals a discernible pattern of specific groups of petitioners and immigration attorneys most likely to be targeted for this form of abuse and fraud, together with the characteristics inherent in those all but immune from it. The evidence also shows that ethically challenged petitioners have something short of a monopoly on fraud and that some in government (FSN Fraud Prevention Investigators, FDL Examiners, Trial Attorneys, and immigration judges) have essentially elevated it to a science and succeeded in peddling it, both as fashionable and routine to the calculated detriment of thousands each year.
