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This advice has been reviewed and reissued with amendments to the Summary, Health and General sections. The overall level of the advice has not changed.
SUMMARY
· The threat from terrorism is low. But you should be aware of the global risk of indiscriminate terrorist attacks which could be against civilian targets, including places frequented by foreigners.
· Although the risk from crime is also low, it does exist and you should take normal commonsense precautions.
· Most visits to Martinique are trouble-free.
· We strongly recommend that you obtain comprehensive travel and medical insurance before travelling to Martinique. You should check any exclusions, and that your policy covers you for the activities you want to undertake. Please see: Travel Insurance. 

SAFETY AND SECURITY
Terrorism

The threat from terrorism is low. But you should be aware of the global risk of indiscriminate terrorist attacks which could be against civilian targets, including places frequented by foreigners. Please read “Security and General Tips” and “Risk of Terrorism when Travelling Overseas” pages on the FCO website for further information and advice.

Crime

You should take sensible precautions and avoid isolated areas, including beaches, after dark. Do not carry large amounts of cash or jewellery. Valuables and travel documents should, where possible, be left in safety deposit boxes and hotel safes.

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS
Martinique is an Overseas Département of France and, as such, British nationals with a valid passport do not need a visa to enter Martinique.

Single parents or other adults travelling alone with children should be aware that some countries require documentary evidence of parental responsibility before allowing lone parents to enter the country or, in some cases, before permitting the children to leave the country.  For further information on exactly what will be required at immigration please contact the French Embassy in London, 58 Knightsbridge, London, SW1X 7JT; tel: 020 7073 1000; fax: 020 7073 1004; Website: http://www.ambafrance-uk.org.

HEALTH
You should obtain a European Health Insurance Card (EHIC) before leaving the UK. The EHIC replaces Form E111, which still remains valid until the end of 2005. The EHIC is available free of charge through most United Kingdom post offices or through the UK Department of Health via their website at: http://www.dh.gov.uk or by telephoning 0800 555 7777 and obtaining their leaflet "Health Advice for Travellers". The E111 form/EHIC is not a substitute for medical and travel insurance, but entitles you to emergency medical treatment on the same terms as nationals of Martinique. You will not be covered for medical repatriation, on-going medical treatment or treatment of a non-urgent nature. The EHIC provides emergency health cover for treatment in Martinique by the French State health service for which you will have to pay but for which you will be able to claim back up to 70% of the costs on your return to the UK.

We strongly recommend that you obtain comprehensive travel and medical insurance before travelling. You should check any exclusions, and that your policy covers you for the activities you want to undertake. Please see: Travel Insurance.

NATURAL DISASTERS

The hurricane season lasts from June to November. Hurricane alerts and advice are broadcast on local radio.
